The B2 level reflects upper-intermediate proficiency, where learners can understand the main ideas

of complex texts, interact with native speakers fluently, and produce clear, detailed text on a wide

range of subjects.

1. Listening Comprehension

- Understand extended speech and lectures on familiar or abstract topics

- Follow complex arguments in TV shows, podcasts, or films

- Comprehend implicit meaning and tone in conversations

2. Reading Comprehension

- Understand articles, essays, and contemporary literary prose

- Interpret arguments and viewpoints in opinion pieces

- Read formal and informal correspondence with nuance

3. Speaking

- Express ideas fluently and spontaneously without searching for words

- Participate in debates, discussions, and formal conversations

- Present detailed descriptions and viewpoints clearly

4. Writing

- Write clear, detailed texts on complex subjects

- Produce essays and reports supporting a specific point of view

- Use stylistically appropriate language for various audiences

5. Grammar & Vocabulary

- Use of all common tenses including plus-que-parfait and conditionnel passé

- Mastery of subjunctive in complex sentences

- Advanced vocabulary for abstract and professional topics

- Refined use of connectors, idioms, and formal expressions
